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Singer and songwriter Jon Waterman writes and performs the roots driven blend of classic country, blues and roots rock that is nowadays classified as Americana. His music has a retro quality, and is influenced by the styles and sounds of artists such as Bobby Bare, George Jones, the Rolling Stones, Hank Williams Sr., Johnny Cash, CCR and Gram Parsons. 
In 2005, Jon's song 'Sultana' which tells the story of an ill-fated Civil War steamship, was selected for use in an upcoming documentary on the disaster titled 'Sultana: Soldiers of Misfortune'. In November of 2005, Jon performed 'Sultana' on the acclaimed Thacker Mountain Radio Show out of Oxford Mississippi in honor of Veterans Day. Also in 2005, Jon put together and performed at a successful and well-publicized two day concert in Beverly, Massachusetts, to benefit the victims of the tsunami that devastated Southeast Asia in December of 2004.

On his 2009 release, ‘Waterman,’ Jon teamed up with classic country producer John Penny and Dawn Frost to record a CD with an edgy classic country feel that unabashedly displays his influences. On the CD, Waterman showcases 12 of his original songs and one by Hank Williams Sr. The CD ‘Waterman’ is available on New Roots Records.
